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This Thursday, we will be completing the first Big Idea Test for third grade – Number Sense.  Below is a list of skills that we have been working on.  These skills will all be covered on the assessment.  Some ideas for practicing at home are also included. (
*Patterns using objects and numbers. 
This includes:

· Counting by 2, 3, 5, 10, 25, 100, and 1,000 beginning at any number.  For example:  150, 175, ____, ____
· Predicting what shape or object would come in the ?th  place if the pattern continued.

· Finding a pattern in a chart
You can:

· Start a number pattern for your child and have them complete it

· Try to stump each other with what shape or object may come next 
*Even and odd numbers (Remember only the LAST digit matters!)

You can:

· Quiz each other with numbers on road signs or menus

*Place value to the 1s, 10s, 100s, and 1000s places.  

This includes:

· The value of a digit (In 542, what is the 4 worth?  40)

· Word form – reading and writing (For example, three thousand six hundred fifty-one is the same as 3, 651)

· Expanded form – adding the value of each digit (6,402 = 6,000 + 400 + 2) 

· The numbers of ones in a ten, the number of tens in a hundred, and the number of hundreds in a thousand (10 each) 
You can:

· Have your child write the word form and expanded form for numbers you write in standard form
*Comparing numbers using <, > and =, and ordering from greatest to least, etc.
This includes:

· Comparing word form to expanded form and standard (number) form

· Explaining what digits were looked at when comparing (For example, to tell the 465 is greater than 457 you would look at the 10s place, as the 100s pace is equal.)
· Using given digits to create the largest or smallest number possible

You can:

· Choose numbers from a bag and try to create the largest 3 or 4-digit number.  See whose number is greater.

*Rounding to the nearest 10 and nearest 100

This includes:

· rounding, then adding

*Problem solving using the draw a picture strategy.

This includes:

· Solving a problem similar to “Three friends went running.  Jenny ran the farthest. Mike ran half the distance Jenny did.  Sam ran almost as far as Jenny.  Draw a picture to show how far each friend ran.”

You can:

· Make up problems similar to this one using family members and what they ate, or did after school.  Be creative!
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
