THEMES





Language Arts:  Knowing the different types of multiple choice questions can be very helpful when trying to complete comprehension questions on a text.  We are taking a close look at right there questions (found right in the text), think and search questions (found in multiple sections of the text), author and me questions (using the text and my head), and on my own questions (completely from my head).  When we can identify the type of question we will understand where to look for the answer. 





Math:  This week we will be adding and subtracting money while totaling and finding change.  First, students will estimate to figure out the items they can buy.  Next, they will total their items.  Last, we will determine how much change we get back.





Science:  Our classroom is full of energy.  Where does it all come from?  This will be the focus for this week.  We will be looking at closely at chemical, mechanical, sound, light, heat, air/wind, and electrical energy.  





Writing:  Boy has this December been full of descriptive details.  We have learned all about adjectives, similes, and using our five senses in our writing.  We will now put these skills to 


use as we describe holiday objects, settings, places, people, 


    and animals.  The class is looking forward to trying to guess 


          the writers topic when all pieces are complete.
